1. ATTACHING THE SHOULDER STRAP®

(D Pass one end of the strap through the top strap guide.

@ Fit the buckle and haop on the strap eng in that order.

(®Pass the strap end through the bottom strap guide, bring it
around the bottom bar of the lens protector, pass it through the
hoop and buckle, then adjust the strap length and tighten the
buckle. (Do the same with the other end of the strap). (Fig. 1)
CAUTION:

Be sure to pass the strap end around the bottom bar of the lens
protector. Do not attach it directly on the strap guide because the
strap guide is not built to support the weight of the camera.

® If you want to carry the camera horizontally, pull the strap
straight up and hang it around your neck.

® |If you want to carry it vertically, pull the strap out toward the
camera side {either side) and hang it on your shoulder, {Fig. 2)

2, ATTACHING THE LENS HOOD

The lens hood is screwed into the lens front {unless you are using
a filter}, To avoid unwanted light rays from entering the lens,
always shoot with the fens hood on. {Fig. 3)

3. MOUNTING THE FILTER

Glass filters such as UV and skylight filters are screwed into the lens
front. (In this case, the lens hood is screwed on to the filter).

® Filter diameter: 77mm
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5. USING THE VIEWFINDER EYEPIECE

The viewfinder eyepiece is threaded to accept special eyesight at-
tachments, 1f you cannot see clearly through the camera’s view-
finder, use an attachment that adjusts to your eyesight.

® Eyepiece threading: 18mm ¢, 0.75mm P.

NOTE: -

Evyesight attachments, rightangle finders, etc. are commercially avail-
able. Fuji does not supply these accessories,

E LOADING THE FILM

1. OPENING THE CAMERA BACK

To open the camera back, just press down the camera back lock
toward the camera bottom. (Fig. 4)

CAUTION:

* Be careful when you open and close the camera back because rough

handling can damage the camera-back hinge.

2. USING 120 OR 220 ROLL FILM
You'll have to set the film selector and pressure plate for the fitm
you are using. {Figs. 5 & 6}

< Pressure plate >

If you are using 120 roll film, you'll have to use the side of the pres-
sure plate marked 120" and if you are using 220 rotl film, you'll
have ta use the side marked 220",

To turn over the pressure plate, just push it toward the arrow and
lift it out.

< Film selector >
While pressing down the film selector with your finger, turn and set
it for the film you are using to the points labeled as follows:
220 roll film 220
B EXP
120 rol! film 120
4 EXP
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Be sure to use the correct side of the pressure plate because
the film will not move into the exactocal plane if you don't.
{120 roll film is attached to an opague backing paper over its
entire length but such paper is usedgnly on the ends of 220
roll film as feader and trailer. The thickness of the backing
paper causes a shift in the position of the focal plane and the
pressure plate adjusts for this difference while keeping the film
flat on the facal plane at one and the same time.}

3. LOADING THE TAKE-UP SPOOL AND FILM

®Dwith your fingernail, erect the key attached to the take-up spool
knob {located on the same side of the camera as the film ad-
vance lever), pull it out as far as it will go, then load the take-up
spool {empty film spool}.

@) Do the same with the film loading knob {located on the same side
as the camera-back hinge) and load the film, {Fig. 7}

® To lock the take-up spool and film loading knobs in “pulled out™
position, turn the keys slightly to the left.

® The take-up spool and film can be loaded easier by fitting in the

top side first.

After loading the take-up spool and film, snap down the knob

keys into the niched side of the knob recess. {Fig. 8)

4. POSITIONING THE FILM START MARK

Pull out the film paper leader, pass it through the film channel,
insert the tip into the slot of the take-up spool, and wind the paper
feader around the spool with the film advance lever.

Stop winding as soon as the film start mark on the feader paper
comes opposite the red dot near the middie of the film channel,
and close the camera back. {Fig. 8}

< Preventing film slack >

® Make sure the tip of the paper leader doesn’t slip out of the
take-up spoo! siot when you wind the leader on the spool.

@ While winding the leader paper on the take-up spool, press
it down lightly against the camera back with your finger.

® To prevent the film from slackening, keep it taut with the
film advance lever until you close the camera back.
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5. WINDING THE FiLM AND POSITIONING IT FOR THE FIRST
SHOT

After loading the film, wind the film advance lever as far as it will

go. This will switch the exposure counter from S" (Start) to “1°

(First frame).

Tear off the top of your film box and ins®t it in the film reminder

slot in the camera back. It will remind you which film you are using.

[E) seTTING AND ADIUSTING THE CAMERA CONTROLS

1. SETTING THE SHUTTER SPEED RING AND APERTURE
SELECTOR

Shutter speeds and apertures are set by turning the shutter speed

ring and by moving the aperture selector. {Fig. 9)

2. FOCUSING THE LENS

Focusing is done by visual estimation. Just measure the distance
from camera to subject with your eye then set the distance ring to
that distance. (Fig. 9)

To take infrared pictures, focus the lens as you normally would then
bring the distance you have set on the distance ring opposite the red
line labeled “R". This will adjust for the slightly nearer point on
which you'll have to focus.

<€ Using the depth of field table >

Depth of field is the zone of sharpness in front of and behind the
point on which the tens is focused and it varies with the lens focat
fength, aperture, and shooting distance. Your camera is provided
with a depth of field scale on the lens top on both sides of the fens
setting mark, but for more detailed readings, refer to the accom-
panying depth of field table for your camera,

Example:

If you are shooting with your camera’s f = 105mm lens from a
distance of 10 meters with an aperture of £/22, everything from 4.6
meters to infinity will come into sharp focus.

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3. COMPOSING YOUR PICTURE

(DHow to use the viewfinder
Look through the viewfinder eyepiece afd adjust the position of
your eye so that the bottom line of the viewfinder lines up with
the center of the crosshar of the lens prowector.
Make sure the notch in the bottom of the viewfinder is in line
with the spirit level on the crossbar. The camera is level when the
bubble is in the center of the spirit level. {Fig. 10)

@ Field of view
If your eye is in carrect position, the field of view is about 90%
at infinity and about 93% at 3 meters. {This applies to horizontal
camera position only}.

@ Parallax
Parallax is practically nil at infinity provided your eye is in cor-
rect position.
However, top and bottom parallax must be taken into account at
3 meters.

4. COCKING THE SHUTTER AND WINDING THE FILM

Check to make sure the number “1" is showing in the exposure
counter then push the shutter<cocking lever to the left as far as it
will go. The shutter is tripped by pressing in the top or front shutter
release.

To wind the film, just wind the film advance lever 3 or 4 times. The
exposure counter will move to the next number by itself. {Fig. 11)

< How to make multiple exposures >

Take your picture as you normally would, cock the shutter without
advancing the film, then use the lens-barrel shutter reiease to trip the
shutter,

if you want 3 or 4 exposures on the same frame, repeat the above
procedure. (Fig. 12)
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@ The top and front shutter releases will not operate unless there is film in the camera.
{f you want to test them, use a discarded 120 rolt film or backing paper.

(@ Two-step shutter release
The shutter release is used to open and close the shutter btades and unlock the film
advance lever. -
When the shutter release is pressed part of the way down, the film advance lever is
freed and when it is pressed about 0.2 mm further down, it will trip the shutter.
if you stop shooting after the shutter release is depressed partway, the fitm advance
lever may have been freed. You'll have to be careful, therefore, because you'll waste a
frame's length of film if you operate the lever in that condition.

(@ Should the fitm advance lever fail to function after the shutter is tripped, press the
shutter release all the way down once more. The film advance lever will operate. This
may happen, though very rarely, after long use.

5. UNLOADING THE FILM

After you complete exposing a roll of film, wind it up to the very end with the film ad-
vance lever. A sudden release of tension will tell you that the trailing end has left its spool
and that winding has been completed. It will take about four or five strokes to wind the
film completely.

Next, open the camera back, take out the exposed rolt of film and seal the end to prevent
it from unwinding.

@ The empty spool is transferred to the take-up side for taking up the next roli of film.

6. TAKING FLASH PICTURES

If you are using a smalisize ctip-on flash, clip it into the accessory shoe on the camera
top and connect the cord to the sync terminal on the lens barrel.

Your camera has an X-<contact, that is, electronic flashes will synchronize with all shutter
speeds,

If you are using a flash bulb, use an M-class bulb with a shutter speed of 1/30-
second or slower. If the shutter speed is 1/60-second or faster, the flash will dis-
charge but it will not synchronize properly and a large part of the light wili be lost.

NOTICE:

(D You cannot use cordless flash on your G617.

@ Your G617 is a panoramic camera. Ordinary clip-on flashes do not have the covering
power to provide uniform illumination over the entire picture area.
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It is assumed that most of you who own a Fujica Panorama 66'17 Professional are pro-
fessional photographers who will put the camera to hard use and who cannot afford to
develop camera trouble in the middle of a job. -

It is therefore hoped that the instructions and recommendations on the following pages
will be studiously heeded.

1. USING THE SHUTTER ACTUATION COUNTER

Your camera is provided with a 3-digit shutter actuation counter in the bottom which will
tell you how many times the shutter has been used so that you'll know when the camera
needs maintenance.

It counts 10 shutter actuations as 1; that is, if it shows 150, the shutter has been actuated
1,500 times. After reaching 999 {9,900 shots) it will automatically return to 000 with 10
more shots. (Fig. 13)

< Overhauling >

Your camera is a precision instrument and it is subject to fair wear and tear. The heart of
your camera is the shutter. It is intricately constructed, precision-assembled, and more
delicate and less enduring than the other parts, and shutter trouble can be ruinous to your
photographs. 1t is therefore, recommended as follows on the strength of thorough factory
tests,

(D shutter
Normally, interlens shutters perform perfectly up to about 5,000 shots after which
they become less accurate and may start to behave erratically. Be sure to have your
shutter overhauled as soon as it has been actuated 5,000 times; that is, when the
counter reaches 500.

@ Film advance unit and others
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It would be wise to have your camera overhauled sooner if you take a lot of pictures
near the ocean in salt-water atmosphere or under other adverse conditions.

2. CHECKING THE CAMERA BEFORE USE
Before loading film in the camera, make it a habit to perform the follo®ing checks.

DFilm advance unit
Open the camera back and, while watching the take-up spool, wind the film advance
lever to make sure the film advance unit is working smoothly.

@ Camera back interior
Open the camera back and turn the four rollers {two on the camera back and two on
the camera body) to make sure they are working properly. Also, check the film pres-
sure springs in the film take-up and supply chambers to make sure they are attached
properly and can exert sufficient pressure on the film.

@ shutter
Open the camera back and check the various shutter speeds with the lens-barrel shutter
release. You can more or less tell whether the shutter is operating at the right speed or
nat by the amount of light it passes through and by the sound it makes.
NOTE:
The top and front shutter releases will not operate unless there is film in the camera.
To check them, use a discarded roll of 120 film or its backing paper.

@ Aperture
Open the camera back and move the aperture selector to make sure the aperture
blades open and close smoothly.

® Fiash synchronization
Clip on the flash, open the camera back, open up the aperture fully, set the shutter
speed selector to the speed you want, then cock the shutter and trip it with the lens-
barrel shutter release. If light comes in through the lens, flash and shutter speed are
correctly synchronized.

IMPORTANT

Camera trouble can cost you dearly both materially and otherwise. Always check your
camera before use and have it overhauled periodically so that you can be sure of your-
self at all times,

3. CLEANING THE LENS

Scratches on the lens surface can reduce its sharpness far more than you would think. If
the contrast of your picture seems somehow insufficient and it doesn‘t look crisp enough,
the cause is usually scratches on the lens surface,

< How to clean >

(DFirst, blow off dust from the lens surface thoroughly with an air blower.
(MNoxt maicten a cheot af lonc cleaning naner with olenty of Fuii lane eleaning fluid and




[image: image13.png]@ Finally, after all contaminants have been removed, wipe off the remaining lens clean-
ing fluid with a dry sheet of lens cleaning paper. Again, start from the center in a
circufar motion then move out to the edges.

CAUTION: -

Breathing & mist on a dusty lens surface then wiping it off with silicon cloth or other
similar material is the worst thing you can do. Never do irdbecause this is one of the
main causes of scratches on camera lenses.

PRECAUTIONS

Always load and unload film in subdued light.

In- hot weather, do not leave your camera in a closed car or in moist places except
temporarily for a very short time.

Always clean your camera before and after taking pictures. Clean the interior with
an air blower, and wipe off the exterior with silicon cloth.

Put your camera away where it is cool, dry, and free of dust. And don’t forget to
put the lens cap on.
